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Praying the Apostles’ Creed

Statement 1 – I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth

At the entrance

Pray the statement -- I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth.
Recall that Martin Luther taught us, “He has given me and still preserves my body and soul with all their powers.”

On the inward path

Let go of fear of the end of earth, because God will bring about the end of earth by his action, not ours. Let go of neediness, which drives greed and selfishness, because God created the earth to sustain human life. Let go of a need to judge other people, recognizing that judgment is in God’s hand, not ours.

At the center

Rest in thanksgiving and praise for the beauty of the earth and the perfection of God’s natural laws, which will preserve the earth and mankind until God’s chosen time for the end.

On the outward path

Seek guidance to be a steward of creation, using its riches with wisdom and respect, to participate in God’s perfect plan for creation.
At the exit

Speak your commitment to some action that embodies your praise and worship of the Creator.
Depart in thanksgiving to serve the Lord.
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
